School Penalty Notice for School Attendance have changed
from 19th August 2024

With the introduction of the new National Framework for Penalty Notices issued by DfE, the
following changes have come into force for School Penalty Notice Fines issued after 19th
August 2024.

National Threshold
There will be a single consistent national threshold for when a penalty notice must be
considered by all schools in England of 10 sessions (usually equivalent to 5 school days) of
unauthorised absence within a rolling 10 school week period.

These sessions do not have to be consecutive and can be made up of a combination of any
type of unauthorised absence.

The 10-school week period can span different terms or school years.

Please note: The DfE does not consider a need or desire for a holiday or other absence for
the purpose of leisure and recreation to be an exceptional circumstance.

PENALTY FINES FOR SCHOOLS

FIRST OFFENCE
The first time a Penalty Notice is issued for
unauthorised absence the amount will be:
£160 per parent, per child paid within 28
days.  Reduced to £80 per parent, per child if
paid within 21 days.

SECOND OFFENCE
(within 3 years)

The Second time a Penalty Notice is issued for
unauthorised absence the amount will be:
£160 per parent, per child paid within 28
days.

THIRD OFFENCE
 (within 3 years)

The third time an offence is committed a Penalty
Notice will not be issued and the case could be
presented straight to the Magistrate’s Court.
Prosecution can result in Criminal records and fines
of up to £2,500
Cases found guilty in Magistrates’ Court may show
on the parent’s future DBS certificate due to ‘failure
to safeguard a child’s education’.

Important Update: Transition to New School Information Platform

Starting 24th February 2025, we will be switching to Bromcom management information
system, with My Child at School (MCAS), which is  a new parent platform that will replace our
current systems, SIMs and Insight. MCAS provides easy access to important information about
your child, including attendance, assessments, homework, and achievements, through both a
mobile app and web portal.

For Students:
In the week of 24th February, students will be introduced to the Bromcom system during an
assembly. Homework will transition to MCAS starting 3rd March 2025, and parents will also
have access from that date.

Login Details:
We’ll send login information for parents during the week of 3rd March 2025. A video will guide
you through the login process.

Future Features:
In the coming months, we will introduce features like trip details, school communication, and
dinner money management, replacing SCOPay.

Access via Computer:
We encourage parents to set up their child’s MCAS, Tassomai, and Sparx accounts on a
computer rather than a mobile phone for improved focus and mental well-being.

Further details will be sent after half-term, including how to download the app and register an
account. If you'd like to keep any reports from Insight, please download them before the
transition.

We’re excited about these changes and look out for the letter in SCOPay dated 13th February
that gives more detail on the changes.

We talk as a school about creating opportunities for students and wow did it
deliver.  The smouldering lava fields either side of the road to the Blue Lagoon, the awe and
wonder of Iceland’s stunning waterfalls, the experience of both sun and snow whilst trekking
across a glacier or the real-life demonstration of the wonders of lava. A great trip with awesome
students and staff. Pupils showed the very best of themselves and were fantastic ambassadors
for Glebelands school. I hope it ignites a life long love of travel and adventure.

Iceland was a fantastic few days, where we saw the true range of the land of fire and ice.
We wended our way past dramatic, ice-capped volcanoes and across startlingly flat, ancient (and
not so ancient!) fields of lava, stopping at waterfalls - the most dramatic of which was certainly
Gullfoss.

The glacier we climbed was magnificent, with glacier cones (inverted crevasses from volcanic
tephra) and solid ripples on the surface of the ice as reminders of their constantly changing -
almost alive - nature.

We saw lava melt, cool, and react with ice before our very eyes at Vik's lava show, though we
didn't need to make use of the town's evacuation plan for a less-controlled display!
Geysir and Reynisfjara beach (known as the most dangerous in the world) showed us the power
of water, which we experienced in a more relaxing way in the Blue Lagoon. Our stay concluded
with a tour of Reykjavik, the highlight of which was the beautiful Hallgrímskirkja church - it's
distinctive columns reminiscent of the basalt columns at Reynisfjara - and a truly breathtaking
FlyOver Iceland simulation (complete with olfactory effects) before we sadly had to catch our
very real flight home.

It was a brilliant four days with memories which will last far longer thanks to Mrs Martin and the
Geography Department.
